Albert Schafer was born November 12, 1929, on a farm in 

rural Benson County, he was the son of Matt and Mary 

(Shiele) Schafer. Albert grew up and attended school at Lone 

Tree rural School until the 5th grade when he transferred to 

St. James Academy until the 8th grade. Upon completing the 

8th grade he went to work with his uncle on the family farm 

until 1948. 

 

On November 13, 1948, Albert enlisted in the United States 

Army. He served his country until July 16, 1952, when he 

was honorably discharged as a Sergeant. Albert was united 

in marriage to Donna Clelland on March 1, 1954, at St.
